Students will study
and gain an understanding of the ‘forging’ of a British identity combined with the self-image of the per-petually
embattled island nation. This will be traced by closely examining and following British maritime iden-tity, statues
and war memorials and war-time propa-ganda images. The course will focus on the iconic mar-itime image of
Admiral Nelson, Winston Churchill (speeches and images), Edith Cavell and Emmeline Pank-hurst and the
Suffragettes.

Sisalto:

This course is an examination of national discourse through the great and iconic paintings of England, Wales,
Ireland and Scotland. This course will examine the origins of art in Britain and Ireland following the establishment
of Christianity. The Reformation represents a fault-line in art and we will examine how English art developed in a
unique direction subsequently, leading to a flowering of secular art from the great royal portraits to conversation
pieces and landscape painting. With the arrival of the Enlightenment painting veered into a new, revolutionary
direction which will be addressed in detail. Some of the painters examined will be Holbein, van Dyke, Lely,
Gainsborough, Reynolds, Wright of Derby, Blake, Turner and Constable.

Instead, culture is
considered in a wide sense to refer to a set of practices that are developed, maintained, altered and changed in
and through interaction and that are distinctive to any given group of people. The course introduces the
participants with selected concepts, theories, and research perspectives pertinent to studying human
communication and cultural practices in various contexts.

While students familiar with basic concepts in programming may find the material
more immediately accessible, the course is designed so that no background in programming or computing is
required.

Upon completion of this course students should ideally have a thorough understanding of the origins of the UK
province of Northern Ireland (Ulster), its place within the island of Ireland and its troubled history, which led to the
deaths of 3,600 people in the sectarian conflict lasting from 1968 to 1998. The course will provide the students
with the tools to rationally explain the two cultural traditions that have grown up in Ulster since the sixteenth
century and to successfully navigate their way through the semiotics and nomenclature of Northern Ireland.
Sisalto:

Students will familiarise themselves with the key historical events of NI's history and will study the unique,
imaginative and challenging world of sectarian politics. The course will address the different positions of the
British and Irish governments and the Unionist and Republican politicians and paramilitary groups in the North.
Students will learn to apply this knowledge to the mechanics of conflict in NI and also to conflict resolution.
Attention will also be paid to Finland’s unique role (Harri Holkeri and Martti Ahtisaari) in the Northern Ireland
Peace Process which culminated in the 1998 Good Friday (Belfast) Agreement, which brought an end of sorts to
the conflict known euphemistically as The Troubles.
