e Kommunikointitaidot — opiskelijoillamme on ammattimaiset liike-elamaén soveltuvat suulliset ja kirjalliset
viestintataidot.

RAHOITUKSEN MAISTERIOHJELMA

Rahoituksen maisteriohjelma tarjoaa vahvan teoriapohjan ja tytkalut erilaisissa rahoituksen tehtavissa toimimiseen
seka empiiriseen rahoitustutkimukseen. Opetuksen painopistealueita ovat padomahyddykkeiden hinnoittelu,
yritysrahoitus, varainhoito ja rahoitusriskien hallinta.

Rahoituksen opetuksen ammatillisena tavoitteena on kouluttaa rahoituksen alueen erityisosaajia, joilla on vahva
ymmarrys rahoitusmarkkinoiden toimintaperiaatteista seké rahoitettavan yrityksen etta sijoittajan nakoékulmasta.
Koulutuksen tarkasteluote on analyyttinen ja menetelmallisesti orientoitunut. Maisteriohjelmasta valmistuneilla on
erinomaiset edellytykset toimia vaativissa rahoitusalan asiantuntija- ja johtotehtévissa.

Rahoituksen opetus perustuu tutkimukseen, joka Oulun kauppakorkeakoulussa keskittyy erityisesti yksityisten ja
institutionaalisten sijoittajien toimintaan rahoitusmarkkinoilla. Taman liséksi tutkimusta tehdaan varsin laajasti myos
yritysrahoituksessa. Tutkimusryhmat tekevat laajasti yhteisty6td muiden alojen tutkijoiden kanssa, koska rahoituksen
alueen tutkimusongelmat usein vaativat laajempaa osaamista esimerkiksi tilinpaatésnormistojen alueelta. Erityisen
tiivista yhteistydn on taloustieteilijdiden ja laskentatoimen tutkijoiden kanssa. Tutkimusty6ssa hyddynnetdan laajoja
empiirisia aineistoja.

Ammatillisen osaamisen ohella rahoituksen maisteriohjelman tavoitteena on antaa riittdvat perusvalmiudet alan
tieteellisiin jatko-opintoihin seka erityisesti empiiristen tutkimusmenetelmien kayttéon rahoituksen alueella.

Jokainen koulutukseen valittu laatii ohjaajien opastuksella henkildkohtaisen opintosuunnitelman, jossa méaaritellaan

yksityiskohtaisesti tutkintoa varten suoritettavat opinnot seké opintojen suoritusaikataulu. Opintosuunnitelma
laaditaan ottaen huomioon opiskelijan aikaisemmat opintosuoritukset, opintomenestys ja urasuunnitelmat.
